That is why the SOS approach
is so valuable.

SOS supports conservation for more than 150 species including dolphins, tigers, dugongs, rhinos,
elephants and penguins. But also we work with lesser known but equally threatened species such
as snow leopards, crocodiles, antelopes, condors and many different birds and amphibians.

SOS funds conservation projects that help protect specific mammal, amphibian, bird, reptile,
fish and plant species threatened with extinction.

Conservation is not always straightforward, however. Most of the time to save a species we
have to tackle very complex issues, helping communities create employment, responsible
tourism opportunities, empowering and educating people to take ownership of the
conservation challenge that we all face.

The triggers to extinction are man-made in general. There is simply too much habitat
destruction and disruption, too much harvesting in the form of poaching and hunting to feed
people and fuel the wildlife trade. Invasive species decimating indigenous populations are
another.
